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Abstract: The aim of the research is to obtain information about the
current state of children's reading in Bulgaria. The study refers to the
reading practices and interests of primary school students (7-11 years). It
was implemented in the period March—June 2020 through electronic ques-
tionnaires filled out by the parents of 1169 students. A comparative analy-
sis between the reading habits and preferences of children of different ages
has been prepared. The following are established: the thematic scope, the
types of preferred readings, the motives for independent choice of reading,
as well the preferred format, as the influence of the adults in the formation
of the young reader.
